Course Objective:  

In this course students will explore algebra concepts using the Prentice Hall Geometry Honors book. With the blended print and digital resources this series will engage students and help them develop the math skills and knowledge required in high school and college. In the classroom we will be utilizing direct and guided instruction as well as incorporating an investigative approach. Special emphasis will be placed on exploring, explaining, and listening to mathematical ideas and reasoning while working with classmates.  
Required Class Supplies: Binder and loose leaf paper with tabs, or large spiral notebook with 2-3 sections and folders, pencils, colored pencils/highlighters, geometry tool kit, plain white paper – about 50 sheets, 3 hole punched, dry erase markers for use in class.
